G’s Dance:  Heels
A class that is purely one of a kind in the area.  Slip into something that makes you feel WOW
and come and rediscover how amazing you really are.  These classes are all about fuelling that
inner confidence, strutting your stuff, and dancing in ways (and heels) surrounded by nothing
but support you’d only dream of on a Wednesday night!

Eminence
Dancers performing this piece are from Eminence Dance Academy. An extra-curricular dance
academy based at Westlands Entertainment Venue and led by industry-qualified Principal
Emilie Woan. EDA offer a specialised programme of high-quality, structured dance training in
the heart of Yeovil. The dancers on stage are delighted to be performing and have loved
creating these pieces especially for the Shine show. 

DC Dance Centre
This piece is inspired by the idea of fairytales, and the concept of wishing upon a star for a
'happily ever after' ending. Through the graceful movements and storytelling, the dancers
bring to life a narrative in which a fairy helps make dreams and wishes come true. The
performance explores imagination, hope and the belief that even the smallest wish can lead
to something beautiful.

The Dance Factory
Performed by six talented dancers, aged 9–14, from The Dance Factory, this lyrical piece takes
the audience on an emotional journey through the stages of life, inspired by the heartfelt
song 7 Years.  Through expressive movement and powerful storytelling, the dancers reflect on
the memories, dreams, challenges, and milestones that shape us as we grow from childhood
into adulthood. Beginning with the innocence and wonder of youth, the piece gradually
unfolds to explore friendship, ambition, self-discovery, and the passage of time.  Through
their passion and artistry, these young performers invite the audience to reflect on their own
memories and to look towards the future with hope, gratitude, and excitement.
